SIGHT
Scope the area around the spot or 

stain for clues.
(i.e. coffee spot by the coffee machine, etc.)

TOUCH
Learning the texture of the spot.
(tacky, waxy, hard, soft, oily, etc.)

SMELL
The odor of the spot is sometimes 

the most efficient.

If you are dealing with a spot or stain that has 
NO smell or texture, mist the spot with warm tap 
water and place a styrene cup over the spot for 
30/40 seconds.  Then smell inside the cup to 
determine the odor.

If you have no time to mist, 
always start your spotting by 
using a solvent based prod-
uct and work your way down 
the product chart.

Always remember to rinse 
with clean water after using 
each spotter.

1- Identify your spot and reference the 
      spotting chart.
2- Always pre-test 
      the spotters on an 
      inconspicuous 
      carpet section 
      before using.
3- Apply the spotter 
     to the effected area 
     and blot and tamp 
     with a white clean 
     towel.  
     Do Not Rub!
4- Always work fro   
     the edge to the 
     center of the stain.
5- Repeat if necessary 
     until the stain is gone.
6- Rinse with clean water and blot dry.
